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The following Project Commitments have been made:  
 
Charleston County Public Works would coordinate with  the City of Charleston 
and Charleston County to obtain the necessary varianc es, permits, and 
approvals, as well as discuss mitigation for any grand an d/or protected trees 
that would be removed.  
 
Charleston County Public Works would obtain the nece ssary wetland permits 
and certifications under the Clean Water Act, Rivers and Harbors Act,  and 
Coastal Zone Management Act prior to construction of the project.  
 
Charleston County Public Works would coordinate with  SCDHEC-OCRM during 
detailed drainage designed to determine what Best Ma nagement Practices 
would be implemented for stormwater control. 
 
Charleston County Public Works would comply with desi gn recommendations 
made by the Scenic Byway Coordinator for Ashley River  Road, including the 
following: 
 
! All shoulder additions to the Ashley River side of Ashley R iver Road (S.C. 

Route 61) would not exceed the SCDOT standard of a t wo-foot paved 
shoulder (impervious) with an eight-foot grassed shoul der (pervious) to 
minimize runoff into the Ashley River and protect wat er quality;  

! New street lamps installed would be shaded, have pole s colored dark 
green, black, or brown and would not exceed 20-feet  in height; and, 

! All trees impacted by the improvements on Ashley River R oad would be 
replaced with like species.  If the impacted trees are  grand and/or 
protected trees, the removal would be coordinated w ith the City of 
Charleston and Charleston County to obtain the nece ssary variances, 
permits, and approvals, as well as discuss mitigation for any grand and/or 
protected trees that would be removed.  

 
During construction, Charleston County Public Works would implement Best 
Management Practices to mitigate and minimize potent ial temporary impacts 
from construction, including the following: 
 
! Construction equipment would be maintained in a sati sfactory condition to 

meet minimum exhaust emission standards; 
! The contractor would comply with South Carolina Air Pollution Control 

Laws, Regulations and Standards , as well as with county and local air 
pollution regulations; 
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! To reduce dust, the contractor would comply with all  regulations and 
standards for construction outlined in the South Carolina Standard 
Specifications for Highway Construction .  Typical Best Management 
Practices such as vegetative cover, mulch, spray-on adh esive, calcium 
chloride application, water sprinkling, stone, tilla ge, wind barriers, and 
temporary graveled entrances/exits to residences and bu sinesses may be 
implemented;  

! To minimize noise impacts during construction, constr uction would 
typically occur during daylight hours when possible; 

! Best Management Practices would be implemented to mi nimize impacts to 
water quality.  These may include installation of sta ndard erosion and 
siltation control devices such as temporary seeding, div ersion berms, slope 
drains, sediment traps, sediment barriers, as well as str aw bales and rock 
check dams;  

! A spill prevention control countermeasure plan would b e in place to control 
any accidental releases of fuel or hydraulic fluids f rom machinery;  

! If cultural remains are found during construction o f the Preferred 
Alternative, in accordance with 36 CFR Part 800 , the Advisory Council on 
Historic Preservation would be contacted if resource s were found, and the 
SCDOT and SHPO would be notified so that a qualifie d professional could 
evaluate the resources.  Work could continue in area s where no cultural 
resources were discovered; and, 

! If encountered during construction, contaminated so il or other hazardous 
materials would be tested and removed and/or treated  in accordance with 
USEPA and SCDHEC requirements.
