Did Not Commit the Town or County Council to an Alternative

SCDOT Coordination

Discussions on Preferred Alternatives
Lane widths on through lanes not less than 12 feet

Lane widths on frontage roads can be less than 12
feet

Auxiliary lane widths on sidestreets less than 12 fee
will be considered on a case by case basis
