General Information Reqgarding the Road Wise Program

In November of 2004, the citizens of Charleston County voted to enact a half-cent sales tax
to be used for the purposes of transportation improvements, greenbelt facilities, and mass
transit. Collection of the tax began in May 2005 and continues for 25 years or until $1.3
billion is collected. $221.5 million (17%) is earmarked for green space acquisition and $1.08
billion (83%) for transportation funding including mass transit.

In November 2006, the voters of Charleston County authorized the county to issue an
additional $205 million in bonds. Funding for the bonded projects will be repaid through the
half-cent sales tax proceeds approved for transportation improvement projects in
November 2004. This project is one of six approved to be funded from these bonds.

The Charleston County ROADWISE program was created to implement the transportation
improvements and is staffed by Charleston County personnel and employees of THE LPA
GROUP INCORPORATED, the firm selected to manage the overall program by the
Charleston County Department of Public Works.

Proposed Improvements for MUSC Roadway Infrastructure

Roadway Improvements are proposed within the Medical University of South Carolina
(MUSC) campus along Courtenay Drive from Spring Street to Ralph Johnson Drive and
along Bee Street from Courtenay Drive to Lockwood Boulevard as shown in the Project
Limits mapping on the following page.

There are two alternates that are being evaluated for the section of roadway between
Spring Street and Cannon Street to relieve the significant congestion. Both alternates
consist of two lanes in the south-east direction coming into the MUSC campus. The first
alternate is a two-lane, one way configuration and the second alternate is a three-lane, two
way option.

The first alternate is shown here in Figure
1. In this rendering you are looking north
from the intersection of Courtenay Drive
and Cannon Street. If this section of
roadway is converted to one way, traffic
from the MUSC campus will be directed to
access US 17 South via Bee Street and
Lockwood Drive.
